PROCESS FLOWS FOR OPENING NPA/NXX


FOR PORTING IN AN LNP ENVIRONMENT

BOX  1





Service Providers, who wish to target specific NPA/NXX codes for porting, must provide that information in the form of a request to the holder/owner of that particular NPA/NXX.  The request should be conveyed in letter form and may be sent via postal mail, FAX, Registered Mail, E-mail, etc.  A letter requesting portability should contain a list of NPA/NXXs to be made portable and the expected date* of that portability.  The requesting letter must be received by the holder/owner of the NPA/NXX by the 15th  of the month to allow for entry of the NPA/NXX information into the LERG issue for the next month.  The letter should be send to the person whose name appears in the contact section of the LERG.  





Once the holder/owner of the NPA/NXX receives the request for opening an NPA/NXX for porting, the holder/owner must examine that request and determine whether the request is feasible.  Within five (5) business days the results of that examination must be forwarded to the originator of that request.  





It is expected that the information contained in the letter be used only for updating network information. 





*The expected date is at least 45 days after the publication of the LERG.  The publication of the LERG is by the 5th day of each month. 








BOX  2





It is assumed that the LERG will contain the universe of NPA/NXXs  It is further assumed that only the holder/owner of an NPA/NXX or their authorized representative could update the LERG for the NPA/NXXs they hold/own. The holder/owner of an NPA/NXX or their authorized representative must input the requested information into the LERG database by the last day of the month in which the request was received.





BOX  3





The LERG will be published by the 5th day of the month after the LERG database was updated.  That LERG publication will contain the information entered prior to the last day of the previous month.  All changes will be noted by annotation marking in the margins.








BOX 4





Each service provider notifies the NPAC that specific NPA/NXX codes are going to be ported.

Should this upload be accomplished over the SOA or LSMS interface? (Section 6.3.3 say that NPAC personnel may change service provider data, or section 6.3.4 states that it could be done over LSMS interface.)





Both the FRS (FRS R4-40) and the IIS  (section 6.4.1.3&4) state that a SP could add or delete NPA/NXX codes over SOA & LSMS, but they do not state that they could be modified.

BOX 5





The NPAC updates its internal service provider and network databases.  The NPAC sends information to all service providers that specific NPA/NXX are scheduled to be opened for porting.

Is this download made to all service providers? 





If it is, is it accomplished via the SOA and/or LSMS interfaces and/or by an NPAC Web site update?





Can an NPAC report format for opened NPA/NXX codes (R9-8) be specified to be developed and downloaded when changes occur?





Is the format in NPAC SMS External Design Specification (Table 8, section E.3) sufficient








BOX 6





Service providers must enter GTT information into their own STPs and/or SCPs.

BOX 7





Upon receipt of a valid port request, the NPAC will download  information to all service providers, indicating that an initial request to port has been received for a specific NPA/NXX.

Each service provider updates its translation tables to support NPA/NXX porting.
