Scenario in question involves sequential trigger case where an LNP query follows an


Number Service (e.g. 800) query at an intermediate exchange (not at originating office).

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The most recent versions (Issue 1.03) of the ICC GR have made clarifications to “Limited


Connecting Network Access” (Requirement 1320) recording with respect to “call redirection” interactions. Nortel feels that 800 queries should NOT be considered a call redirection (since the billing party is not changed, remains the originating number) thus a CNA record SHOULD be generated if an LNP query occurs following an 800 query at the same exchange. (See figure 1). Limted CNA recording is also refered to as “conditional CNA” in the ICC GR.





Lucent Technologies has a different perspective on this issue than Nortel (of course!). We feel that “Limited Recording of CNA” was instituted to bill for “dumped” or contracted traffic where the N-1 network did not perform the LNP query. Number Service (e.g. 800/888) queries generate their own AMA recordings. In the scenario in figure 1, the call


is routed to network B/switch B because it was an “800/888/etc” call. The originating network had no way to determine (since it does not perform its own 800/888 queries) that


the underlying POTs DN is “portable”. However, if switch B performs an LNP query following the “800 query”, it will attach an LNP module to the 800 AMA record (e.g. CC141 or 142 record). This associates the LNP query with the SAME call as the 800 query, allowing network B to “bill” for either or both events (800 query and LNP query).


A CNA record would be redundant in this case. The issue of which record to place the LNP module on (CNA or 800 record, or both) would also have to be addressed - if the 800 query is NOT going to be classified as a redirection event. 





There are three alternatives for this scenario:





Do not generate a “conditional’ CNA record, only generate the 800 record and append the LNP module to the 800 record. (Lucent Recommended)


Generate a “conditional” CNA record in addition to the 800 record and append the LNP module to the CNA record (Nortel Recommended).


Generate a “conditional CNA record in addition to the 800 record and append the LNP module to BOTH records.





What ever alternative is chosen, ICC GR requirements (especially 1320 and 1240) will need revised to incorporate clearly the team’s decision.
